loise is a young girl of seven years old living in the
roaring twenties. Her sfory is a personal adventure
that any one of us may also experience growing
up. Through moving images and rather wacky fic-
fion, the show takes a humorous approach to the
way in which parents and children sometimes see
each other.

Whilst taking place in an unfamiliar and deliciously
oldHfashioned era, the story deals with themes sfill
relevant today, such as social efiquette, personal
progress and above all, the age of reason — when
a child begins to use their own reasoning, and...
perhaps starts behaving as good as gold?



The Dr. Spongiak Method is a shadow puppet
show performed using an overhead projector, with
characters coming alive against a large screen that
acts as a blank page. While following the twists
and turns of the story, the audience can watch the
musicians and actors manipulating the shadow
puppets. A sort of artisanal cinema, this visual pro-
duction artfully awakens the poetic charm of the
magical lights.

The silhouettes — sometimes intricately cut, sometimes
cut in just three expressive scissor sfrokes — are ma-
nipulated against a decor of photos and magazine
cuttings from 1930. The music draws ifs inspiration
from the rhythms of the time; the biguine from Marti-
nique, the Hawaiian and the foxtrot all breathe life
info this litfle world of characters as they waltz around
the skipping radio set.

Black box, dark floor (or dance mat), total blackout
required.

Please provide a direct power supply with 4
sockets behind the screen, and a few extension
cords of 1, 3 and 5m in length.

Please provide 2 powered speakers behind the screen.

Please provide an independent direct circuit with 4
sockets on sfage left.
